What it costs
•	� A minimum fundraising target of $4,000 per car 

is required to enter the Backyard Bash. 

•	� A Provisions Fee will be confirmed closer 
to the event. This covers a selection 
of meals as stated, selected 
merchandise, car signage, 
photography, videography 
and entertainment during  
the Bash.

•	� Accommodation, fuel, mechanical 
repairs, refreshments, return  
travel and all other out-of-pocket  
expenses are your own responsibility.

•	� Entrants are required to book  
their own accommodation in the  
towns indicated on the route.
