ENTRY INTO THE EVENT: We ask that you bring your confirmation page (printed or on phone) 

for entry into the event. Each person will receive a wrist band and must QR Code sign in on 

entry. There are 2 zones within the event space; picnic rug zone AND camp chair/mobility 

device zone. Please ensure you are seated within the selected zone upon your registration. 

MAP: A map of the event site will be provided soon, identifying key spots such as entry and exit 

into the site, toilets and our quiet zone.
